Research Question Worksheet
To answer your essential question you must create a plan or course of action, or make a decision. Your RESEARCH QUESTIONS are the things you need to know that will help you to do this:
· Research questions help answer the essential question.

· Questions target important facts about the topic.

· Some questions ask “how” and “why.”

· All questions are clear and to the point.

· Questions call for comparisons or connections with other events.

· At least one question leads to visual information needed for the project.

EXAMPLE:

Essential Question: Who is the greatest quarterback in the history of professional football?
Research Questions:

· What is the best or most appropriate way to measure a quarterback’s greatness?
· Who are the quarterbacks that might be considered the best?
· Has football changed significantly enough to impact the way we might measure a quarterback’s greatness?
· Should XFL, Arena Football, USFL, or Canadian football players be included in the discussion, or should it be restricted to the NFL?
